In 2007 at the age of 50, June Daugherty, high-profile women’s basketball coach with
Washington State University, suffered a cardiac arrest and was admitted to the hospital in
critical condition. June has since made a full recovery and become a major advocate for
healthy heart awareness. She is now one of the nation’s most visible spokepersons, filming a
nationally-aired commercial, speaking at fund-raisers for the Hope Heart Institute and the
American Red Cross.

June will bring her dynamic personality to the podium at the Women'’s Health Luncheon,
sharing her compelling story and providing information about women and heart disease.
